Latar belakang: Persepsi bidan terhadap deteksi dini HIV pada ibu hamil dan kebutuhan 
sumber informasi menjadi faktor yang sangat penting dan fundamental bagi bidan dalam 
proses skrinning awal HIV pada ibu hamil. Metode: Penelitian ini menggunakan metode 
kuantitatif. Sampel penelitian ini adalah 36 bidan. Data dikumpulkan melalui kuesioner. 
Analisis data dilakukan secara univariat dan bivariat menggunakan uji chi-square. Hasil: 
Hasil analisis menunjukkan (1) mayoritas bidan memiliki persepsi positif tentang deteksi 
dini HIV/AIDS pada ibu hamil (83,3%), sementara 16,7% memiliki persepsi negatif; (2) 
sebagian besar bidan membutuhkan informasi terkait deteksi dini HIV/AIDS (88,9%), 
sedangkan 11,1% tidak membutuhkan; dan (3) terdapat hubungan positif dan signifikan 
antara persepsi dan kebutuhan informasi bidan tentang deteksi dini HIV/AIDS (Sig. 0,001 
< 0,05). Kesimpulan: Dapat disimpulkan bahwa ada hubungan positif dan signifikan 
antara persepsi dan kebutuhan informasi bidan tentang deteksi dini HIV/AIDS. 
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ABSTRACT 
Background: Midwives perceptions of early detection of HIV in pregnant women and the 
need for information sources are very important and fundamental factors for midwives in 
the initial HIV screening process in pregnant women.. Method: This research uses 
quantitative methods. The sample for this research was 36 midwives. Data was collected 
through questionnaires. Data analysis was carried out univariate and bivariate using the 
chi-square test. Results: The results of the analysis show (1) the majority of midwives 
have a positive perception about early detection of HIV/AIDS in pregnant women 
(83.3%), while 16.7% have a negative perception; (2) the majority of midwives need 
information related to early detection of HIV/AIDS (88.9%), while 11.1% do not need it; 
and (3) there is a positive and significant relationship between midwives' perceptions and 
information needs regarding early detection of HIV/AIDS (Sig. 0.001 < 0.05). 
Conclusion: It can be concluded that there is a positive and significant relationship 
between midwives' perceptions and information needs regarding early detection of 
HIV/AIDS. 
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
